REGISTRATION

The competition starts at 8:30 sharp.

On-site registration will take place from 8:00 to 15:00 in the sports hall.

WEIGHT TOLERANCE

Female: 1 Kg; Male: 0.5 Kg

PRESENCE

Athletes must be in the warm-up area at least 60 minutes before the start of their category with their

accreditation card. Competitors will be disqualified after three calls. Only competing athletes and coaches

will be allowed in the warm-up and competition area. Coaches must wear tracksuits and be clearly

identifiable.

PROTECTION

The following protections are mandatory (WKF rules applied):

- Mouthguard

- Red and blue hand protectors

- Red and blue shin and foot protectors

- Body protector for all competitors and additional chest protector for female athletes

- Groin protectors

- Red and blue belts

For the U6 to U14 categories: helmets and chest protectors will be provided by the organizer.

MATCH DURATION

1 minute for U6, U8, U10

1 minute 30 for U12 and U14

2 minutes for U16 and U18

3 minutes for U21 and seniors

REGISTRATION FEES FOR COMPETITORS

€40 per person/category. Any category change after the registration deadline or on the day of the

competition (due to incorrect age or weight) will incur an additional €15 fee. Registration is only valid after

payment. Fees must be transferred to our bank account before the registration deadline of January 15,

2026, or before reaching 600 competitors.
